6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Add new Section 6.2.6.2
6.2.6.2 
XDM Forward Operations
Upon receiving an XDCP request, the XDMS SHALL check the value of the <request> element of the XDCP document included in the XDCP request body. If the value of the <request> element is “XDM Forward”, the XDMS SHALL check for the request URI of the XDCP request. 
If the request URI of the XDCP request is of the form “http://[XCAP Root URI]/org.openmobilealliance.xdcp/[AUID]/users/[XUI]/[document-name]” then XDMS :
1. SHALL verify whether the details of the XDM Forward Request included in the body of the XDCP Request conforms to the structure defined in chapter 5.4.2 “Structure”;
2. SHALL fetch the XDM Resource to be forwarded and follow the procedures as described in the section 6.2.6.2.1 “Creation the XDM Document to be forwarded”

3. SHALL extract the list of recipients from the XDCP Request body

4. SHALL check the preferences set by the recipients residing in the same domain as XDMS for handling the received XDM Forward content as described in the section 6.2.6.2.3 “Handling of received XDM Forward Content based on recipients preferences”

5. SHALL forward the XDM Forward request if there are any recipients not residing in its domain as described in the section 6.2.6.2.2 “Forwarding of XDM Forward Request“
6. SHALL follow the procedure as described in the section 6.2.6.2.4 “Notifying the recipients about the received XDM Resource” for the recipients of the forwarded XDM Resource residing in the same domain as XDMS.

If the request URI of the XDCP request is of the form “http://[XCAP Root URI]/org.openmobilealliance.xdcp/[AUID]” then XDMS :
1. SHALL verify whether the details of the XDM Forward Request included in the body of the XDCP Request conforms to the structure defined in chapter 5.4.2 “Structure”;
2. SHALL fetch the list of recipients to whom the XDM Resource is forwarded from the body of the XDM Forward Request and check the recipient’s preferences for handling of the received XDM Forward content as described in the section 6.2.6.3 “Handling of received XDM Forward Content based on recipients preferences”

6.2.6.2.1Creation of XDM Document to be forwarded

The XDMS upon receiving the XDCP request for forwarding of a XDM Resource SHALL check for the presence of <filter> element in the XDCP document included in the XDCP request body
If a <filter> element is present , the XDMS SHALL fetch the filter document of the format “application/simple-filter+xml” from the “multipart/related” content using the value of the “cid” attribute of the <filter> element. The XDMS SHALL apply the filters to the XDM Document to be forwarded and store the resulting XDM Document in a temporary storage which can be accessed by the recipients. The XDMS SHALL delete this document from the temporary storage if all the recipients have fetched it or after the time period specified by the local policy.

6.2.6.2.2Forwarding of XDM Forward Request

The XDMS SHALL create the XDM Forward Request as explained in this section to forward the XDM Resource to the Users residing in different domain.

The XDMS SHALL set the request URI of the XDCP Request to the value of the corresponding XDMS in the remote domain.
