Change 1:  Add new section 6.1.1.3.6 XDM Restore
6.1.1.3.6 XDM Restore
When restoring an XDM Resource, the XDMC SHALL make an XDCP request containing an XDCP Document as described in section 5.4.2 with the following clarifications:

1. The <request> element SHALL be set to “Restore”;
2. SHALL include the <back-to-etag> element containing the etag value of XDM Document which is requested to restore to;
3. MAY include the <current-etag> element containing the value of the etag of the XDM Document the XDMC currently possesses.
Editor’s Note: The Procedures for restore MAY be not complete and needs to be clarified more.
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
