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1 Reason for Change

The document types used in XDM Optimization are not Application Usages, although they need to be properly specified in the TS Core in terms of W3C XML Schema language. It may be useful to briefly point this out in the TS Core.

Change 1:   New section
5.9 XDM Optimization 
XDM Optimization makes use of a patch-ops based differential XML document based on [RFC 5261] in a differential read between a current and previous document, and to express a series of edits to a single document or subset of a document.  The differential document is not an Application Usage.

An XDM Optimization filter is one or more expressions based on the XCAP Node Selector grammar of [RFC4825]. Each element of the filter is one such expression.  The filter is not an Application Usage.  Possible filter expressions for a given Application Usage are defined and constrained in Application Usage specifications.  
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
