PoC access / reject list and answer mode management

On the reject list the user maintains users and/or groups from whom the user does not accept to receive instant talk session requests. 

On the accept list the user maintains users and/or groups from whom the user accepts to receive instant talk session requests. In addition to the accept list there is a single auto answer mode flag which is applicable for users and/or groups on the accept list. If the user sets auto answer mode flagon, the sessions from the accept list users are utilizing auto answer mode. If the auto answer mode flag is off, then the manual answer mode is applied.

A user SHALL have the ability to either accept or reject requests from “all other users” that is users not specifically listed in either of the lists. For these "all other users" manual answer mode is used.
