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1. Reason for Contribution

The OSPE requirement collection activity is in the use case collection phase.
2. Summary of Contribution

This contribution provides a use case that identifies the implications of OSPE for software development vendors.
3. Detailed Proposal
7.1 Software Vendor Component Creation
This use case deals with the requirements for improved time-to-market and reduced cost for development of  components by a software vendor (SV).   The component will make use of local programming interfaces supplied by the service provider's environment to perform various functions (e.g., security checking, capturing billing information, get or set end user preferences) dependent on the needs of the component.  The specific set of programming interfaces will be identified in other use cases.

This use case describes some aspects of the development process of a component by an ISV, and how the process can be expedited by standardizing certain operations.
5.1.2 Actors

· Software Vendor (either independent or employed by service provider)

· Service Provider

5.1.2.1 Actor Specific Issues

· SV must develop component as fast as possible (to generate maximal ROI)

· SV must develop component to execute in multiple SP environments

· SV meeds large range of expertise to develop security, charging/billing, subscription, etc functions

· SP needs to integrate new components into its environment quickly at minimal cost

5.1.2.2 Actor Specific Benefits

· Faster time-to-market for both SV and SP, yielding greater ROI for both

· Wider SP audience to buy the component

· SV needs smaller range of expertise to complete component

5.1.3 Pre-conditions

· Standardized set of interfaces for functions such as authentication, authorization, provisioning, billing, etc

5.1.4 Post-conditions

· SV has developed component in faster time with lower cost 

5.1.5 Normal Flow

1) SV programmers gather documentation from OMA describing standard interfaces for components that may exist in the SP environments

2) SV develops component using standardized interfaces rather than implementing the functions (behind those interfaces) 

3) SP installs all components implementing the interfaces that the SV's component requires (think of these interfaces as the dependencies for the SV's component)

4) SP installs the SV's component, and dynamically links this component to the rest of the environment

5) Applications and enablers are able to use the component

5.1.6 Alternative Flow

5.1.7 Operational and Quality of Experience Requirements

1) The programming interfaces must be high performing, with low latency, because of the possibly large number of invocations that can be expected.  The interfaces should be language-specific (e.g., Java, .NET), not Web Services that will require significant message parsing and security checking.
