Table 1: Affected Areas for Add Contact to Contact List by ‘Identifier’ or ‘Search’

1.1.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

User A adds another user, User B, whose User-ID or MSISDN is known, to his Contact List. The added user MUST be a registered user. User B receives a notification to say that User A has added him. 

1.1.2 Actors

· User A

· User B

· Instant Messaging Service Provider

1.1.2.1 Actor Specific Issues

· Instant Messaging Service Provider: has to protect User B’s privacy.

1.1.2.2 Actor Specific Benefits

· User A: can easily enlarge his list of contacts by know User B’s User-ID or MSISDN.

· User B: can easily be added by other’s contactlist, using his User-ID or MSISDN. User B is informed when he’s added to someone else’s contact list.

· Instant Messaging Service Provider: to provide an easy mechanism to allow the user to invite new users to join the IM service.

1.1.3 Pre-conditions

· User A: He has to know the UserID or MSISDN or User B. Otherwise he can add a User by ‘Search’ (see 1.1.6 Alternative Flow).

· User B: Has to be a registered IM user.

· Not allowed to search by Age under 18 years.

1.1.4 Post-conditions

1.1.5 Normal Flow – add contact by ‘User-ID’ or ‘MSISDN’

The workflow is comprised of the following steps:

· User A navigates to the Contact List page on his IM device, and chooses an option named “Add User to List” or similar

· User A inputs the User-ID or MSISDN of UserB (which he knows)

· The client device sends a request to the server to add the user to the Contact List

· The server verifies that the User-ID or MSISDN to be added is valid

· If User B has ‘authorisation on’ then this authorisation must be agreed by User B before the Contact is added.

· The server adds the User-ID and the Nickname to the Server Contact List, and sends a response to the client with User-ID and the Nickname. The Nickname is in this case the Alias as entered by UserB.

· The client saves the User-ID and the Nickname as returned by the server to the local (client) contact list.

1.1.6 Alternative Flow – Add Contact by ‘Search’

· User A navigates to the Search function on his IM device

· User A chooses values in at least one of the following fields

· Age

· Gender

· Intention

· City

· Country

· Free Text

· User A requests a search

· The search results are returned as a list of User-IDs, but with no Name or MSISDN displayed

· User A browses through the results, clicking on the User-ID to look at the detail profiles

· User A chooses the Add Contact option for User B

· If User B has ‘authorisation on’ then this authorisation must be agreed by User B before the Contact is added.

· A system message is sent to User B to say that he has been added as a Friend

· User B is added to to User A’s Contact List

1.1.7 Operational and Quality of Experience Requirements

Unnecessary typing by User A MUST be avoided.

2.1 High-Level Functional Requirements

Add Contact To Contactlist by User-ID or MSISDN or Search.
It SHOULD be possible to add a contact directly from the phonebook on the handset.

Add Contact To Contactlist by User-ID or MSISDN or Search.
It MUST not be possible to search for IM users below age of 18 years.

Add Contact To Contactlist by User-ID or MSISDN or Search.
It MUST be possible to add Instant Messaging users in the contact list by User ID, MSISDN or by performing a search, returning User-ID and nickname.

Add Contact To Contactlist by User-ID or MSISDN or Search.
If User B has ‘authorisation on’ then this authorisation must be agreed by User B before User B is added to User A’s contact list.

Add Contact To Contactlist by User-ID or MSISDN or Search.
To avoid unnecessary typing SHOULD it not be possible that the user has to enter both User-ID and nickname to have the new contact added to the contact list.
