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1 Reason for Contribution

Changes in R01: Correction, using the proper template to make the document publicly available. This revised document is not intended to be treated again in REQ.

The words “Server” and “Service” are sometimes used to express what appears to be the same thing in the use case flows in the Presence and IM RDs. It is not clear in all cases why one or the other is chosen, and it can be discussed whether RDs should express requirements in the terms of “Presence or IM Server” or whether that shall be left to architecture discussions in other documents. 

The point here is that a requirement stating “the presence service shall generate a notification” expresses the required user experience without restricting the implementation, whereas a requirement stating “the presence server shall generate a notification” restricts the implementation without changing the user experience. 

The intention of an RD should be to express use cases and requirements in a clear and concise way to serve as input to the architecture and implementation development. One of the difficult tasks when doing this is to express the requirements in such a way that they do not specify implementations, but at the same time this is important to enable the best possible architecture and implementation to be developed in later stages. 

It is therefore proposed to ensure that the use cases and requirements in RDs are expressed without specifying architectures or implementations.

2 Summary of Contribution

To express use cases and requirements in terms of “service” instead of “server”.
