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1 Reason for Contribution

When discussing requirements during the Hawaii meeting, a proper definition of the term “Payment Service Provider” was found to be missing. This contribution is to propose a definition to be included in the Charging Dictionary.
This contribution should close the action point that was assigned to the author during the Hawaii meeting (see OMA-REQ-2004-0804, section 7.7 Action Points).
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes a definition and recommended use of the term “Payment Service Provider”, or PSP.
It refers to the definitions of the terms Issuer, Acquirer, Merchant, Customer. Therefore, these definitions are quoted from the M-Commerce Landscape document (approved issue 1.0.0 as of July 29, 2003). The same definitions are also used in the Charging Requirements Document.
3 Detailed Proposal

This definition is being proposed by this contribution:
	Payment Service Provider (PSP)
	The payment service provider is an actor who enables merchants and customers to conduct payments with each other. In many deployments, the merchant and the customer do employ different PSP’s to conduct business. In these cases the use of the terms “Issuer” for the PSP employed by the customer, and “Acquirer” for the PSP employed by the merchant, is more precise and thus recommended.


These definitions are quoted from the landscape report for convenience:

	Issuer
	The entity that provides the customer with payment credentials.  The payment credentials are usually specific to a particular payment system, and are used to make a payment with that payment system.

	Acquirer
	The entity to which the merchant provides the transaction credentials in order to receive the funds.

	Merchant
	The entity offering goods or services. The merchant receives a payment from the customer in return for the goods or services.

	Customer
	The person or entity making use of the m-commerce system for the purpose of obtaining and paying for goods or services.


4 Intellectual Property Rights
