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1 Reason for Contribution

The PoC Enhancement WID 098 has been approved. One of the new items in WID 098 is new media for PoC: “The usage of a variety of media formats to provide enhanced user experience within POC, e.g. video”. 
As agreed last meeting in Barcelona, OMA-REQ-2004-1028 and OMA-REQ-2004-1035 are merged into this contribution.
Revision 3 is based on comments received during REQ/POC2 conference call 15.12.2004.  
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution presents two use cases for inclusion in PoC release 2 RD. This document presents also basic requirements but more complete elaboration of the corresponding requirements is for further study. 

The proposed functionalities for PoC release 2 are:

· Adding media component(s) (e.g. an image, video, audio or descriptive text)to the PoC Session invitation. The media component can be a reference to the media content or contain the media directly. 
· Adding media  component(s) (e.g. text, video, audio and image) to a PoC Group Advertisement. The media component can be a reference to the media content or contain the media directly.

5.1.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

PoC User can add media component(s)  to the PoC Session invitation. The content is presented to the invited PoC Users when they receive the session invitation. Media component can be e.g. text, image, video or audio or a reference to the media content.

5.1.2 Actors

The involved actors are:

· PoC User A who sends an invitation to a PoC Session
· PoC Users B, C, and D who receive the session invitation 
· PoC Application Service Infrastructure
5.1.2.1 Actor Specific Issues


PoC User A:

· wants to make a PoC Session invitation  containing media component(s).
PoC Users B, C and D:
· wants to get sufficient information about the PoC invitation, before they decide to join the PoC Session.
5.1.2.2 Actor Specific Benefits

The benefits for the actors are:

· The PoC Users B, C and D can e.g. get more information on the PoC Session before accepting or rejecting the session invitation.

· As the PoC service becomes more attractive to end-users through this feature, the PoC service provider may attract more customers.  

5.1.3 Pre-conditions

The required pre-conditions are:

· The inviting PoC User A has created an invitation containing media component(s). 
· Some description, for example inviter A’s name or address, may automatically be included in an invitation.
5.1.4 Post-conditions

The required post-conditions are:

· Invited PoC Users B, C and D have been able to receive session invitation  containing media component(s). 
5.1.5 Normal Flow

The normal flow for this use case is:

· 
1 To begin a PoC Session, PoC User A selects his friends or unfamiliar PoC Users B, and C from his/her phone book.
2 PoC User A creates and sends PoC Session invitation containing media component(s). Some description, for example, the reason for invitation, information on the inviter, who else are being invited, the name/nickname of the invited, and image, video, or audio that inviter wants to send. 
3 PoC Users B and C receive PoC User A’s invitation containing the media component(s) and determine whether to join the PoC Session. 
4 PoC User B is not interested in the invitation and is concentrating further on specific work, so decides not to join the PoC Session. 
5 PoC User C is interested in the invitation and decides to join the PoC Session.
6 PoC Users A and C enjoy the PoC Session. 
5.1.6 Alternative Flow


1 During a PoC Session between PoC Users A and C, PoC User A invites PoC User D.
2 PoC User D receives PoC User A’s invitation that includes such information as who is inviting, what the inviter invites for, who else are in the current PoC session, and image, video, or audio that inviter wants to send.
3 PoC User D is doing some work but PoC User D feels more interest in the PoC Session invitation so that PoC User D decides to join the session.
4 PoC Users A, C and D enjoy the PoC Session.
5.1.7 Operational and Quality of Experience Requirements


· The time for initial call setup may be longer than the time taken between listening and speaking during a PoC Session.
· A PoC Client should support the capability to produce audio tones, e.g. to indicate a new invitation has arrived.

5.2.3 Pre-conditions

The required pre-conditions are:
· The PoC participants have a PoC multimedia capable terminal.
5.2.4 Post-conditions

A PoC Group Advertisement has been delivered to the PoC Users.
5.2.5 Normal Flow

· PoC User sends Group Advertisement. 

· Recipients can receive the Group Advertisement message containing media component(s) and store the contents in their terminals.

· A PoC User SHALL be able to receive PoC Session invitation(s) including media  component(s) from PoC User(s). Media component can be a reference to the media content or contain the content directly. Examples of content types can be found in [RFC 2046, Multipurpose Internet Mail Extensions (MIME) Part Two: Media Types].
· A PoC User SHALL be able to send Group Advertisement message(s) containing media component(s) to PoC User(s). Media component can be a reference to the media content or contain the content directly. Examples of content types can be found in [RFC 2046, Multipurpose Internet Mail Extensions (MIME) Part Two: Media Types].
· A PoC User SHALL be able to receive Group Advertisement message(s) including multimedia content from PoC User(s). Media component can be a reference to the media content or contain the content directly. Examples of content types can be found in [RFC 2046, Multipurpose Internet Mail Extensions (MIME) Part Two: Media Types].
· It SHALL be possible to limit the size and content of the media component(s) based on service policy.
