Definition for Marked Device/component is reinitiated. Because of the circular notion of the definition implied by the text after the “i.e.….”, it was agreed to remove “….i.e. the device/component is within a Trace period”..

AGREED: definition becomes: “A request initiated by the Service Provider or other authorized actor, which marks a device or component.”

Definition for “Trace Recording Session”. 
MP asks for further clarification to what this definition/figure is addressing.
ZJ: summarises the intentions of the figure:

Figure 1 illustrates several service level traces, which are initiated from the same device or multiple devices, on the same component. 

The horizontal black/dotted line represents a trace through one service chain (i.e. Call/session 1 = trace across service chain 1 etc)

The Start Trigger event and the Stop trigger event represent the capturing and logging for one service instance across an SLT service chain.

ACTION: Need a new definition and description that describes a “SLT active Service Chain”. (SLT-9)
Based on the discussions, it was agreed to improve the wording of the definition for Trace Recording Session. The definition is to be expanded to include the following text:

“Time interval within a trace period while trace records are generated for a specific service chain.” 
The definition then becomes: Time interval within a Trace Session while trace records are generated for the object being traced. Time interval within a trace period while trace records are generated for a specific service chain.”

Change agreed.

In addition, it was discussed that the meaning of “Object” in this definition actually means a SLT active service chain. (see AP SLT-9.
