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1 Reason for Contribution

The PoC Enhancement WID 098 has been approved and includes, as its basic scope, PoC interworking service with other service domains. Further, as supportive base on this, the contributions from Oracle(OMA-REQ-2004-0875R01-PoC_Enhancement_usecase) and Motorola(OMA-REQ-2004-1044R03-PoC2-Use-Case-Interworking) were already agreed in principle and included in the current PoC2 RD Annex. 

When considering the user expectation and QoE, additional associated requirement seems to be useful. That means, when PoC service provider provides those PoC interworking service with other PoC supporting domain, a PoC user may want to transfer his on-going session to other PoC interworking terminal. 
This will be mostly needed to give 'session mobility' for fixed PoC terminal, or vice versa needed to bring low communication cost for mobile terminal. For other examples, session transfer for out-of-battery terminal or for legacy terminal not supporting rich media but intending to join multimedia session, will require this feature. And needless to say, the requirement should be agnostic to the underlying network and techniques, although link layer mechanisms and SIP solutions for this seamless ‘session transfer' are already developed or under development(for example, vertical handover between heterogeneous networks, WLAN-Interworking technology and/or RFC 3891/3892...).

Therefore, this contribution proposes a high level requirement to introduce useful PoC2 feature of ‘seamless session transfer’, which allows capability of replacing PoC terminal with other interworking one during participating PoC group call or individual PoC call.
Revision is made according to the comments during the conference call. There were comments from Nokia, Nextel, Qualcomm, NEC and Motorola. The main comments were,
1. Clarify if there is any impact on the PoC 1 enabler,
A. To impose no impact on the PoC 1 enabler, the PoC compliant terminal was clarified as PoC 2 terminal in bullet 1, 2.
2. Terminology such as ‘PoC enhanced enabler’ needs to be modified.
A. ‘PoC enhanced enabler’ changed into ‘PoC 2 enabler’
2 Summary of Contribution

To improve user experience and facilitate ‘PoC interworking service’, the requirement in the detailed proposal is recommended.
3 Detailed Proposal

6.X.X  Seamless PoC Session transfer
For the seamless PoC Session transfer among PoC compliant terminals or between PoC compliant terminal and PoC interworking terminal, the following requirements are proposed as PoC Release 2 feature;
· With the PoC 2  enabler, a PoC User SHALL be able to transfer his/her participating PoC session seamlessly from one PoC compliant terminal to other PoC compliant terminal(e.g. among PoC 2 terminals ).
· With the PoC 2 enabler, a PoC User MAY be able to transfer his/her participating PoC session seamlessly between PoC compliant terminal and other PoC interworking terminal(e.g. between ordinary PoC 2 terminal and SIP-based voice service terminal or VoIP terminal).
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5 Recommendation

We propose to accept the proposed use cases and introduce them in the PoC Enhancement RD to generate a first version of the PoC2 RD.
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
