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1 Reason for Contribution

The PoC WID 098 has been approved and includes, as its basic scope, PoC v 1.0 enhancement. PoC v 1.0 takes lots of time to collect the opinion of all participants. For example, suppose that a PoC group session has 10 participants. A participant wants to decide something or know the opinions from all participants like where to go lunch. The participant requests the permission to ask where to go lunch. The PoC server which controls the PoC group gives floor grants to him. He asks the question to all participants. Then every participant requests the permission to answer the question, receives the floor grants and gives the answer respectively. It takes enough time for all participants to be bored. This makes all participants endure long time to answer the question.

By a reason of above, PoC v 2.0 needs a method to collect the opinions of all participants like PoC voting.
2 Summary of Contribution

To improve the drawback which is written above, this contribution suggests PoC voting function. 
Here is one of examples below. 
When a participant needs to decide something out of choice of all participants, he requests the PoC voting function to the PoC server which controls the PoC group and is able to deal with this request. As the PoC server receives the request from a PoC client, it initiates PoC voting function and sends the voting question message to all participants. The participants respond to the question and send their choice to the PoC server. The PoC server calculates the choice and notifies the result to all participants. Every participant in the group knows the result of the PoC voting. 

This PoC voting function has some benefits like below. 

· Participants don’t have to wait for the permission from the PoC server to answer the question. 
· All participants can answer the question at the same time without waiting for the end of other participant’s talking
· This PoC voting function reduces time to respond to answer the question.
Specific requirements for PoC 2 feature are described the below in Chapter 3.
3 Detailed Proposal

6.X.X  PoC voting function
PoC system needs PoC voting function to collect the opinion from all members within a PoC group. For the PoC voting function, the following requirements are proposed as PoC Release 2 feature;
· A PoC user SHOULD be able to request the PoC voting function with voting question(s).
· A PoC server which controls the PoC group SHOULD be able to initiate the PoC voting function when the PoC server receives the request of PoC voting function.
· The PoC server SHOULD be able to send the voting question(s) message to all participants of the PoC group. 
· Participants who receive the voting question message SHOULD be able to respond to that question(s) and send their decision to the PoC server.
· The PoC server SHOULD be able to calculate the decision from all participants.
· The PoC server SHOULD be able to notify the result to all participants.
· Participants SHOULD be able to receive the notification.
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5 Recommendation

We propose to accept the proposed use cases and introduce them in the PoC Enhancement RD to generate a first version of the PoC2 RD.
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
