This use case describes the use of splitting a PoC Session into multiple PoC Sessions and merging multiple PoC Sessions into one or more PoC Session. 

1.1.2 Actors

The involved actors are:

· PoC users A, B, C, D, E, F.
1.1.2.1 Actor Specific Issues

1.1.2.2 Actor Specific Benefits

The benefits for the actors are:

· PoC subscribers may split a PoC session into multiple PoC Sessions and merging back the PoC session.  

· As the PoC service becomes more attractive to end-users through this feature the PoC service provider may attract more customers.
1.1.3 Pre-conditions

The required pre-conditions are:

· The PoC users have a PoC subscription
· The inviting PoC user has a PoC terminal capable of specifying dynamic PoC groups
1.1.4 Post-conditions

The required post-conditions are:

· Multiple PoC sessions with participants from a PoC Session have been established

1.1.5 Normal Flow

User A, B, C, D, E, and F were involved in a PoC Session (PoC session A) for a group meeting.  While involving in the session, User A decided to split the group into 3 separate PoC Session to work on the assigned tasks and resume back to the group call after 45 minutes.  Hence, user A splits the PoC session A into 3 PoC sessions.  PoC Session A will have User A and User B.  New PoC Sesion B will have user C and user D.  New PoC Session C will have user E and user F.  The resulting calls will be 3 separates PoC Sessions.  After 45 minutes, the PoC session B and PoC session C will be released and the participants are reallocated back to the PoC session A.
The normal flow for this use case is:

· First user A decided to split the session. 
· User A selects “split session”. Then user A selects the active participants to be included in the new PoC session(s).
· After specifies time, the multiple PoC Sessions will be merged back to the original PoC Session.

Derived / Proposed Requirements

When splitting an on-going pre-arranged or ad hoc group PoC session into at least 2 or more PoC sessions a PoC Session Participant or host SHALL be able to set merging criteria to combine the split 1-to-1, pre-arranged or ad hoc group PoC session into one PoC session in case the applying filter criteria for the PoC groups allow for it, when the merging criteria is met.
