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1 Reason for Contribution

Initial input OMA-REQ-2005-204 was reviewed in Singapore and noted with the comments for UASB-8 and USAB-9 to swap numbers, i.e. req 8 to be 9 and vise versa. Then, IOP-5 and IOIP-6 to align with Orange’s input (2005-0216). 

This revised version captures those comments and the feedback from the group.  .

Proposes to make some changes to the Requirement section in order to avoid some overlaps and duplicates and also improving the wording of some requirements.

	The mobile email enabler MUST provide support for the user to be able to set filtering rules on what events to synchronize between the mobile client and the e-mail server.


	USAB-9
	The mobile email enabler MUST provide support for the user to be able to set filtering rules based on:

· Email header fields

· Mailbox folder options.

· Server-determined spam score, Other criteria as needed
· Events to synchronize between the mobile client and the e-mail server.


	USAB-13
	The mobile e-mail enabler MUST support the use of a number of different means to transport notifications (e.g. SMS, MMS, WAP Push, SIP Notification, UDP, inband, polled, …). This will allow deployment on any target networks. 

	USAB-21
	The mobile e-mail enabler SHOULD minimize the amount of information that a user must provide to provision an e-mail client to access the appropriate e-mail server. 

	USAB-30
	The mobile e-mail enabler SHOULD minimize the amount of information that a user must provide to provision an e-mail client to access the appropriate e-mail server. 
This is similar to USAB-21, and therefore should be deleted.
Agreed in Singapore to be deleted

	USAB-31
	The mobile e-mail enabler MUST support the use of a number of different means to transport notifications (e.g. SMS, MMS, WAP Push, SIP Notification, UDP, inband, polled, …). This will allow. deployment on any target networks
 This is similar to USAB-13 and therefore should be deleted.
Agreed in Singapore to be deleted


6.1.5 Interoperability 

	IOP-1
	Data exchanges between the client and server, such as Events, Mail, reconciliation, attachment manipulation MUST remain functional in the presence of firewalls between the mobile e-mail client and the users e-mail servers.

	IOP-2
	When used, events sent from the server to the client to announce or describe new e-mail MUST be network neutral.

	IOP-3
	When used, events accessed by the client from the server to announce or describe new e-mail MUST be network neutral.

	IOP-4
	Exchanges to provide new e-mail arrived on server to the client MUST be network neutral. 

	IOP-5
	When used, events sent from the server to the client to announce or describe e-mail events on the server MUST be network neutral.
This is similar to IOP-2, and therefore should be deleted. Group discussed this in Singapore and agreed to wait until Orange’s input is presented. But, even Orange’s input suggests deletion of this requirement; therefore I still think we should delete this input since it is similar with IOP-2.

	IOP-6
	When used, events accessed by the client from the server to announce or describe e-mail events on the server MUST be network neutral.
This is similar to IOP-3, and therefore should be deleted. The same as IOP-6. Orange also suggests to remove this requirement since it is similar to IOP-3. 

	IOP-10
	Sending e-mail from an assigned e-mail server MUST remain functional in the presence of firewalls between the mobile e-mail clients and the user e-mail servers. 
This is partly or fully covered by IOP-1. IOP-1 is very generic and as such can cover this requirement as well unless the intention is different here. Propose to delete, or reword IOP-1.
Group agreed to delete it in Singapore. 

	IOP-11
	Sending e-mail from an assigned e-mail server MUST be network neutral.
Partly covered by IOP-4 unless by ‘data exchanges’ is not meant sending as well. Propose to delete it.
Group agreed to delete it in Singapore

	IOP-12
	Sending e-mail events on the client to the e-mail server MUST remain functional in the presence of firewalls between the mobile e-mail clients and the user e-mail servers. 
Covered by IOP-1. See ‘Data exchanges between the client and the server…’. Propose to delete it.
Group discussed this in Singapore. Agreed to delete it. Orange also suggests deleting it.
