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1 Reason for Contribution

In the PoC 2 REQ meeting in Singapore sub clause B.2.3 “Enhanced PoC Session establishment” was allocated to Nokia for consolidation work.  This contribution is a proposal of the consolidation.  

“OMA-RD_PoC-V2_0-20050416-D” and “OMA-REQ-2005-0181R02-POC2-requirement-consolidation” are used as a starting point.

Note:  Revision marks try to clarify how the requirement wording is changed and which preliminary requirements can be removed from the table, because covered.  But on the other hand this contribution may be easier to read without revision marks.

2 Summary of Contribution

The existing requirements in the OMA PoC 2.0 RD appendix B concerning the “Enhanced PoC Session establishment” are consolidated by using the PoC 1.0 terminology, deleting the duplicated requirements and clarifying the wording.

3 Detailed Proposal

B.2.3 Enhanced PoC Session Establishment
B.2.3.1  Invitations with media components
Editor’s Note. This topic is covered by another contribution (OMA-REQ-2005-0235).

B.2.3.2  Invited parties identity information

The PoC User can use the service to include the all invited PoC Users identities in the invitation sent to the invited PoC Users in case of Ad-hoc PoC Group Session.  The invited PoC User can use this information, when deciding whether to participate the PoC Session or not.
· PoC Server SHALL include identity information of invited PoC Users to an Ad-hoc PoC Group Session invitation, if requested by the PoC Session initiator. 
· The terminating PoC Server MAY according to the configuration remove the received invited party identity information.  

· Privacy SHALL be controlled by the inviting PoC User.
· All invited PoC User Identities SHALL be sent to all terminating PoC Servers for e.g. Lawful Interception purposes, even in the case that some of the PoC Users are selected to be anonymous. 
· In case some of the invited PoC Users are selected to be anonymous PoC Server SHALL indicate in the invitation the amount of anonymous PoC Users invited to the PoC Session.
