1.1.2.1 Actor Specific Issues

1.1.2.2 Actor Specific Benefits

The benefits for the actors are:

· PoC subscribers may send an alert to one Pre-arranged Group or multiple Pre-arranged Groups, combined in a Hierarchical Group, or Chat Group. 
· PoC initiator can inform member of one or more pre-arranged groups to join a chat.

· PoC recipients may receive information as reminder or for an action.
· As the PoC service becomes more attractive to end-users through this feature the PoC service provider may attract more customers.
1.1.3 Pre-conditions

The required pre-conditions are:

· The PoC users have a PoC subscription
· PoC users A, B, C, D, and E are all members of Pre-Arranged Group

· The inviting PoC user (User A) has a PoC terminal capable of specifying dynamic PoC groups or Hierarchical group.
1.1.4 Post-conditions

The required post-conditions are:

· None
The optional post-conditions are:
· A member of the Pre-arranged Group may respond by initiating a PoC session to the originator of the Group Alert.
1.1.5 Normal Flow

User A want to send an alert to a Pre-arranged Group, which he belongs, e.g. to find information amongst the group or to remind the group a meeting is schedule for 1pm today.  
The normal flow for this use case is:

· First user A decided send an alert. 
· User A selects alert, then user A selects the group from the contact list in the mobile device.
· Alert is sent to the Pre-arranged Group

· A PoC Session Participant or Host SHALL be able to send an alert to a Pre-arranged Group or multiple pre-arranged groups, combined in an Hierarchical Group.

Hierarchical Group: A pre-arranged group consisting of multiple separately addressable pre-arranged subgroups.
