Please note that all the requirements are still listed in the Appendix.  This is because we have adopted the working process of:

1- Accepted contributions get included into the Appendix table with a source contribution number next to it (left side of table).  

2- Consolidate (remove overlap and line-up wording, etc) all the accepted contributions from the Appendix table and move them to the template table, assign labels to the requirements (example, B.1.2.3.3), and provide an introduction paragraph. Once the agreed contributions get consolidated, we then highlight the text in green in the table. 

3- We will take one more pass on the entire existing requirements before moving these requirements to the main body. We will start this during next face to face meeting.   Note:  some of the requirements will be moved to the main body without changes; others may have editorial changes, combine with others requirements, or any other changes as it deem necessary by the group. However, I believe the majority of these sections will be move with only editorial changes.   

Please note this is somewhat a complex working method, but the group believes this is the best way to deal with a big number of contributions that have many overlap ideas, use different terminology for the same idea, some contributions have explicit or implicit dependences between them, and interaction with other OMA and non-OMA work.  

On the status of the document, I believe we have captured all the requirements and we are in the process of ranking them (i.e., the informal poll working activity).  So, in terms of requirements, we do not expect new requirements, but we have some clean up work to get the documents into final shape.   Therefore, I believe that we are 75% - 80% complete.
