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1 Reason for Contribution

During the last face to face meeting in Paris there was a significant amount of debate, both in the meetings and outside of the meetings on what are the options and company preferences on the different options to proceed with work on GPM beyond the RD phase.

2 Summary of Contribution

This input contribution reflects a proposal based on different discussions with ARC and PAG officers, active contributors in GPM. It was equally discussed and agreed in the GPM conference call held on the 1st of March 2006.

3 Detailed Proposal

Background information:

GPM is meant to be a horizontal enabler, ie a common piece of the puzzle that mobile multimedia services enablers should be built upon in order to provide benefits to end users and to simplify deployments by avoiding the silo effect.

In OMA, the ARC working group has a mandate to develop horizontal enablers to be reused by the rest of working groups. The ARC WG is starting to work on such enablers (eg PEEM or CBCS)

PAG has also worked on enablers that are horizontal in nature and reused by other working groups, although with a more focused scope (presence and xml document management). PAG is currently under a lot of workload because of the dependencies of other enablers (ie PoC2 and IM) on their specification work.

In Paris, both ARC and PAG offered to take on further developments of GPM.

Proposal:

Since the ARC working group is very keen to contribute to the success of OMA and wants to promote its role in the development of horizontal enablers and an overall OMA service architecture, it is suggested to carry out AD work within the architecture working group. This would be materialised by the transfer of the GPM WID to the ARC working group.

However, because of visibility and possible impacts in their ongoing work and implications of the PAG working group in further stages of GPM development, it is also recommended that logistics in the ARC working group are organised in such way so as to allow tight co-ordination with PAG when necessary. These mechanisms could include but are not limited to eg:

· the creation of an ad-hoc group in ARC with visible meeting agendas, minutes and documents for OMA members not following all ARC activities (eg PAG regulars)

· the use of the AD-DEV list with appropriate subjects (ie [GPM]) to enhance visibility

· coordination of meeting schedules with PAG to avoid overlap when necessary

· regular joint meetings

· etc

4 Intellectual Property Rights

5 Recommendation

The recommendation is for REQ plenary to review and agree this proposal. If agreed, then the recommendation is to start the dialog with the ARC working group to prepare the transfer of the GPM WID and the logistics for AD activities.
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
