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1 Overview

This liaison is a response to 3GPP SA WG1’s liaison S1-040483.
2 Proposal

3GPP SA WG1’s liaison S1, namely document S1-0404083, points out the current work of 3GPP relating to protecting the network from malicious applications in terminals and provides details of a current work item S1-040482.which focuses attention to Layer 3. Moreover the liaison points out awareness of OMA work in this area which is focussed at the application layer and suggests the work can proceed independently.

Indeed OMA has an activity in this area. The activity is of the form of a “Birds of a Feather” on the subject of Content Screening. The activity has produced a report on the threats posed by various types of malicious applications in terminals and actions that can be taken to mitigate their impact.  The report has recently been approved and is attached (see OMA-CSBOF-TR-V1_0_0-20040612.doc).

A number of the documents relating to this activity can be seen through the “Publicly Available Materials” portion of the “Technical Section” of the OMA website.
It is up to the OMA members to propose any subsequent work items to address these threats and counter-measures.

3 Requested Action(s)

As this liaison is for information only there is no specific requested action.
However 3GPP is encouraged to review the content screening report in its final form and provide such feedback as is appropriate.
