Liaison Statement on Mobile Broadcast Services to DVB

Dear Colleagues:

On behalf of the Technical Module of the DVB Project, I am pleased to confirm that we welcome the liaison statement offered by the Open Mobile Alliance on OMA’s work on mobile broadcast services and our own on IP datacast over DVB-H.

My proposal is that my DVB colleagues and I work with our OMA counterparts on preparing a joint document which will define the elements of our liaison.  It will be based on your Liaison Statement, 24 May 2004, and on our understanding of the progress of the work in our respective organisations since that time.  

One element of this joint document should address various issues relating to intellectual property rights.  Our IPR policy is found in the Memorandum of Understanding forming the DVB; it is accessible also through our website.  The DVB’s legal director, Carter Eltzroth, has had an initial review of your policy based on materials found on the OMA website.  We understand that your policy has during this month changed.  The change is a favourable development but Carter has told me that he’d welcome a conversation with OMA colleagues to have a fuller understanding of the change and its implications.  

In my view, there is no reason that we cannot come to a large measure of agreement on the joint document early next week. I know that Carter is available now to advance the drafting process.  (Because of our structure, the final approval on liaison should wait for the meeting of our Steering Board in late October.) It appears that a statement by OMA indicating that all deliverables brought into the ongoing IP datacast development process will be subject to the new IPR policy of OMA could significantly speed up the discussions.

I look forward to our close collaboration.
