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1 Overview

This liaison is a response to the FLO Forum liaison dated 11 July, 2006, to the Open Mobile Alliance.

2 Proposal

Open Mobile Alliance would like to thank the FLO Forum for your liaison.  Based on the information requested, the liaison has been forwarded to the BAC-BCAST sub-working group for a response.  As a general statement, the existing work and specifications regarding the OMA mobile broadcast (BCAST) enabler are available at the OMA Website, under the “Technical Section/Publicly Available Material/”  Then select the BAC-BCAST sub-working group for detailed information.

First, we would like to respond to the two (2) questions in your liaison.

1. First, could we consider cooperation to develop an adaptation specification for operating existing BCAST enablers over FLO networks?
We welcome the FLO Forum desire to open FLO technology and FLO networks to the support of multiple open standards, including OMA BCAST.  We note there has been adaptation specifications developed in OMA BCAST 1.0 for the following mobile broadcast technologies: IPDC over DVB-H; 3GPP MBMS; and 3GPP2 BCMCS.  Currently we are completing the work on our release 1.0 specifications.  Please review the permanent documents on the OMA website for more details of what information is supported.  

2.  Could we consider cooperation to evolve the OMA BCAST SG towards transport-independence?
We read your inquiry as essentially a request to cooperate in leading to the support in OMA BCAST of non-IP-based transport, and potentially, further evolution of IP-based transport over a FLO bearer. However, please note that at this time, no work plan exists in OMA BCAST for supporting non-IP broadcast bearers.

As we indicated in the response to your questions, the work on OMA BCAST 1.0 is near completion, to be followed by interoperability (IOP) testing.  The OMA process for initiating a formal Liaison Relationship is well defined, and OMA BAC-BCAST has agreed to initiate establishment of a liaison relationship for the purpose of information exchange between the two organizations.
3 Requested Action(s)

OMA kindly requests FLO Forum to continue to provide updates on your work plans and specifications.  

4 Conclusion

The Open Mobile Alliance again wishes to thank the FLO Forum for your liaison.  As indicated above, we look forward to establishing a formal liaison relationship between our organizations to enable further communications.
