1 Comments From Person Handling Input

This standard, and the approach, could be of interest to OMA. The latest draft for information is attached.  Any feedback from OMA would be useful.
2 Additional Info From Source of Liaison

My name is Mike Tate and I am the leader of ETSI Specialist Task Force 326. STF 326 is responsible for developing an update of ES 202 076, a standard for a spoken-command vocabulary for ICT devices and services (e.g. smart homes, mobile phones and voice services). 
A standard already exists for spoken commands, ES 202 076, which covers around 70 functions and their respective voice commands. This allows users of mobile devices and services to use voice commands in their own language, using one agreed and recognised set of commands. 
The current published standard covers the five major European languages: English, French, German, Italian and Spanish. However, ETSI set up STF326 to update this in order to cover 30 languages spoken in Europe (the official EU and EFTA languages as well as Russian). To ensure that the standard is based on user needs, an empirical approach has been carried out involving interviews with native speakers of all the 30 countries involved. We have populated the standard with responses from the interviews and a first stable draft is now available. 
I think this standard, and the approach, is of interest to the OMA so I attach the latest draft for information.  Any feedback from you would be useful. Part of my remit with ETSI (also funded by the EU) is to disseminate information about the existence of the standard to obtain feedback and also to ensure its uptake and usage across the industry.  Therefore, I would be more than happy to present the work at any forum of the OMA, either formal or working group. Please let me know if you think this is a good idea.
