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1 Reason for Contribution

During the TP Work Program Update call on December 21st 2009, TP decided to transfer the In-Game Advertising (V1.0) WID to REQ (the AD and TS development were conducted in CD-GS).
On March 15, a TP Work Program Management call was held dedicated to IGA: during that call, the new WISPR was approved with the decision:

· The Architecture Document should be approved as Candidate by the 2010-04-15
· The Consistency Review should start by the 2010-06-28
· The Release Approved as Candidate by the 2010-09-28

· If these benchmarks were not met, any Candidate material would then be published in a Reference Release.
In order to make this challenging schedule:

· ARC has scheduled a dedicated CC for the IGA ADRR on March 19. This was cancelled due to lack of participation and input.
· ARC has allocated agenda time on two of their regular ARC CCs (March 23 and 30). There was only IGA representation on the 23rd, with some discussion.
· ARC assigned an action item to IGA to provide further input on one of the ADRR comments. This action was closed on Wednesday April 13 in Bangkok.
During the Bangkok Face to Face Meeting (11-16 April 2010):
· ARC has agreed to close the IGA AD Review

· no INPs were submitted for the Technical Specification (TS evaluated as 50% done)
· As a consequence:The WISPR will not be met 

According to the previous TP decision:
· Further slippage is not allowed
· IGA WI will be converted to a Reference Release, the Candidate deliverables will be published, and work on the release will stop.
2 Summary of Contribution

The REQ WG has now completed the work on the In-Game Advertising (V1.0) Work Item and is now submitted to TP for agreement of the changes and to transform the IGA WID from Enabler Release to Reference Release.
