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1 Description

Description and Objectives of Work to be Undertaken (including Justification and Use Cases):

This Work Item is created to investigate and develop mechanisms and frameworks for extending the Multimedia Messaging Service (MMS) in a manner that maintains compatibility with existing MMS implementations.
Current MMS specifications define a closed set of protocols.  This means that when a new service is to be provided not directly supported by the existing MMS protocol they may need the 3GPP, 3GPP2 and OMA to define the Stage 1, Stage 2, &Stage 3 -- incrementally re-engineering the MMS protocol.  This process is costly and at risk of affecting compatibility with existing MMS implementations.  

This Work Item is created to investigate and develop mechanisms and frameworks for extending the MMS protocol with an emphasis on the MM1 interface between the MMS Client and the MMS Proxy-Relay.

Use cases to considered will include, but not be limited to:

· Services that use MMS as a bearer and need to extend information normally encapsulated in an MMS Information Element

· Services that use MMS as a bearer and need to extend information normally encapsulated in the MMS message payload (i.e., new media types, formats, and structures)

· Services that require a service-specific user agent to process a service-specific MT message

Deliverable(s):

Either a new chapter within the MMS Encapsulation specification that describes the extension format for the MMS protocol or a new specification document describing the extensibility of the protocol.
