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1 Description

Description and Objectives of Work to be Undertaken (including Justification and Use Cases):

The scope of the SIMPLE IM 2.0 WI is limited to extend SIMPLE IM 1.0 specification to include support for GSMA’s RCS-e service of IM/chat service defined in clause 3.2 of “RCS-e advanced communications specification v1.2”. (http://www.gsm.org/documents/RCS-e_Advanced_Comms_specification_v1-2_final_draft.pdf)

RCS-e is an industry initiative to build on established interoperability principles within the mobile operator ecosystem, an optimisation of the RCS Release 2[reference] specification in order to accelerate time to market and simplify the customer proposition. RCS-e (“e” for enhanced) is a simple and interoperable evolution to voice and text, which enables customers to send instant messages, video chat and exchange files in real time. All functions are built into the address book of mobile devices. This renewed focus is based on results from customer trials to date and a better understanding of where operators can further enhance their data network offering to deliver more value to customers and complement established 3rd party services.
RCS-e is based on SIMPLE IM to deliver chat services. However, within the current specification 1.0 some functionality is missing to provide RCS-e and this work item is created in order to fill the gap. The SIMPLE IM 2.0 is not intended to be an improvement of 1.0 and anything outside addressing specific requirements from RCS-e v1.2 would be out of scope. In other words, it is totally restricted to the changes and addition of features coming from RCS-e v1.2.

Work Areas:

The main Work Areas in the scope of this Work Item are:
· Support of RCS-e chat services in OMA SIMPLE IM specification and minor additions in protocol to support RCS-e specification.
· “Displayed” message notification 
· Delivery of notifications outside a session
· User alias (modifications to the existing support)
· Support of store and forward functionality for messages and notifications as specified in RCS-e (not the current support)

· Message delivery and displayed notifications
· Support of IETF RFC5438 Instant Message Disposition Notification (IMDN) in order to provide display and delivery and read notifications.

· Device identification with new mechanisms
· Message identification for all messages
· Auto-acceptance of store and forward IM Server PUSH of stored notifications

· Store and forward IMS Sever PUSH of stored messages

Issues this Work Item is Aimed to Solve
RCS-e launch is planned for Q1/Q2 2012 for network operators. This WI aims to have a SIMPLE IM compliant standard that can be used in the commercial products. 
Market Benefits:
Providers of RCS-e services will benefit from a SIMPLE IM standard that will reduce interoperability issues between the providers and operators, one of the main objectives of RCS-e.
Expected Market Penetration:
Commercial launch of RCS-e is planned in major telecom operators during 2012 and a standardized solution for one of its major services (chat) would ease market penetration.
Complexity:
The complexities involved in this WI have been already addressed in RCS-e specification. It will not increase complexity in what is already defined and will propose simple inclusions to support the new features mentioned before.
Time to Market:
Chat services are widely deployed nowadays but an out-of-the-box solution based in data packet is still missing. Supporting companies of RCS-e committed to have commercial implementations of RCS-e in Q1 2012. Standardization is a key part of the commercial success and an important step that will allow handset certification by other organizations (e.g. GCF). 

Time to market of this initiative is quite short and if this WI is not successful important delays might happen that can leave the RCS-e proposal out of the market.
