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1 Reason for Contribution

To facilitate consistency in Architecture Documents (AD) created in OMA, this Input Contribution proposes that OMA – via the Architecture Working Group – create a template for ADs.

2 Summary of Contribution

3 Detailed Proposal

Version 1.1 of the OMA Process document contains the following information regarding the creation of an Architecture Document:

Stage 10. Creation of the Architecture Document

The Architecture Document (AD) SHALL define the detailed architecture for the enabler or specification. The AD SHALL be consistent with any overall OMA architecture. 

The AD SHALL contain:

· the functional elements in the enabler architecture

· interface and protocol definition between elements (APIs, transport protocols, etc.)

· etc.

Although the above information is fairly useful, the generic specification template does not include the Mandatory parts of an AD (i.e. the functional elements, etc.).

The AD could contain the following (this list is illustrative and not meant to be exhaustive):

· All Mandatory requirements for an AD per OMA’s Process Document (see above)

· References “seeds” for: associated Requirements Document; associated Use Cases

· Target audience

· Planned phases

· Domain model - description of general concepts, terms and relationships a reader mush know about to understand the AD

· Context model – identifies all of the entities that are relevant to understand the enabler’s architecture (from an external point of view).  

· Context diagram – graphically depicts the enabler’s context model

· Collaborative context model – define the relationship between the enabler and other enablers.  This may include a graphical depiction of the enabler in the scope of the OMA Service Environment.  This may also include sequence diagrams that show the relationships between the enabler and other enablers.

· Use Case model – presents a structured view of how the enabler can be used.  This may include the identification of Actors, Pre-conditions, Post-conditions and Exceptions.

· Architectural model – identify the systems and subsystems and describe how the enabler works.  This model will identify the interfaces and/or protocols between the enabler’s internal systems and subsystems as well as any interfaces and/or protocols the enabler exposes to external systems.
