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1 Reason for Contribution

Following discussion in regard to 213 in San Diego, it has been widely recognised that contributions of this kind are a good and constructive means of helping detail and adopt ARC’s concepts. However, some concerns have been expressed stating that the particular contributions cannot be accepted, for less than clear reasons. As result, there is a concern that such constructive work, requiring a lot of effort and proactive thought might nevertheless end up being ignored for no good reason.

For these purposes 245 has been filed. It is important to note that the intent of the present contribution is NOT to supersede, oppose or in any other way affect 245 and its potential approval and application.  The present contribution attempts to establish a separate, yet similar and potentially completing concept of the “Incubator document”, for use internally within ARC.

3 Detailed Proposal

ARC should create a working document type herewith referred to as “the Incubator document”. The lifetime of one such instance should be limited to, either:

· The duration of the release development of the enabler WID it uniquely addresses, if this approach is agreed by ARC (model A), or

· The duration of ARC’s work altogether, which in turn implies that ARC would have agreed upon creation of one and only one such document instance (model B)

As proposed, the inclusion of material into the Incubator document adheres to existing OMA practices and policies, including but not limited to those regulating IPR rules and their declaration. Material is included upon a reasonable number of companies expressing interest in further work on the source Input Contribution material, and immediate concerns having been expressed, the latter stating the material is not applicable or correct for inclusion in either the relevant AD or the relevant Architecture Application Notes document (please see ARC IC #240 for more information on proposal for the latter). The inclusion of such material does NOT imply automatic approval by ARC for inclusion into either of the above mentioned documents. 

The deletion of material from the Incubator document would automatically occur by, either:

· The related WID being closed, whereas the whole document would be made void (if ARC chooses model A)

· Any reasonable number of members successful claim that the material is not progressing or relevant any more (both Model A and Model B)

· Six (6) calendar months passing without significant progress of work on the said material (model B). If no significant progress has been claimed by any ARC participant after this period, removal of the said material is automatically subject to ARC’s group decision again.

· The move of the, by then, approved material to either the relevant AD or Architecture Application Notes (applicable to both Model A and Model B).

4 Intellectual Property Rights

Members and their Affiliates (collectively, "Members") agree to use their reasonable endeavours to inform timely the Open Mobile Alliance of Essential IPR as they become aware that the Essential IPR is related to the prepared or published Specification. The author proposes that ARC either fully applies the proposal outlined in this IC, or have ARC contributors and avid debaters suggest and initiate specific and constructive alternative steps for its adaptation, with an assigned deadline for their completion.
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
