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1 Reason for Contribution

In the ParlayinOSE (PIOSE) RD document, we propose to add lacking definitions for terms used in the current draft specification. Also a consistent use of the terms “service” and “application” is proposed.

No definitions how currently been defined in section 3.2 Definitions. We propose to add a set of used terms to the definitions section in 3.2.

We also prose to correct an inconsistent use of terms “service” and “application” . The term  'service' in clause 5.1.6 flow#1 is used equivalently to 'application' in clause 5.1.5 flow#1.

5.1.6  Alternative Flow
1. Some Parlay capabilities today have no OMA enabler equivalent (e.g. call control). The application  includes making requests for such capabilities to Parlay resources in addition to requests to OMA enablers.

2. Capabilities may be exposed to distributed third parties.

3. Applications may be developed in third party domain.

4. Exposed capabilities may involve OMA enabler I0 and Parlay X or Parlay APIs.
