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1 Reason for Contribution

The Architecture Principles document is referenced from the informative section from the OSE root AD and from the AD template.  OSE root AD is an OMA published & BoD ratified document.  However, the Architecture Principles is intended to help OMA working groups; as evidenced by this statement “This document is intended for internal OMA use by all OMA Working Groups”, which can be found in its scope section.  The Architecture Principles document is NOT an OMA published or BoD ratified document.
OMA published & BoD ratified documents must not reference OMA document that are intended for internal OMA use and that are NOT an OMA published or BoD ratified.

2 Summary of Contribution

At present there is a mismatch between the scope of the Architecture Principles document and it being referenced from the OSE root AD.  The OSE root AD is ratified by the BoD and it is published by the OMA.  The Architecture Principles document is neither ratified not published and shouldn’t be given its scope.

Too remedy this situation the authors have explored:

· removing the Architecture Principles references from OMA published and BoD ratified documents (and from the AD template), and

· the alternative: outlining the process to ratify and publish the Architecture Principles document.

3 Detailed Proposal

To remedy the situation where an OMA published & BoD ratified document apparently references an OMA ‘internal’ document, the authors have explored:

· removing the Architecture Principles references from OMA published and BoD ratified documents (and from the AD template), and

· the alternative: outlining the process to ratify and publish the Architecture Principles document.
3.1 Removing the Architecture Principles references from OMA published and BoD ratified documents

At present, only one document was identified (OSE root AD) as an OMA published and BoD ratified document that references the Architecture Principles document.  Note that also the AD template references the Architecture Principles document. The search has not been exhaustive.
The individual references must be analyzed:
· Are these targeted references to stand-alone piece in the Architecture Principles document? Is so, interested parties should analyse if the texts in question can be copied
· Are their other sources for the same information?  Is so, interested parties should analyse these other resources for appropriateness and consider to update the the documents referencing the Architecture Principles document
· Are these references required? Is so, interested parties should consider to remove the reference.
3.2 Outlining the process to ratify and publish the Architecture Principles document

1. The document needs to be included in the Work Programme.  To achieve this, the document must be added to a suitable WID/WISPR or a new WID must be created

2. CRs must be submitted to bring the contents of the document inline with the intended audience.

4 Intellectual Property Rights

To discuss this Input Contribution and agree on a resolution of the following problem: the AD template and OSE root AD (an OMA published and BoD ratified document) inappropriately reference the Architecture Principles document (an OMA internal document that is not an OMA published or BoD ratified document).
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
