1 Reason for Contribution

Document OMA-ARC-2006-0115R02-Preserve-SIP-IP-Core argues that SIP/IP Core is widely used in many OMA specifications and therefore argues against proposal 0103.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution notes that SIP Core or SIP/IP core does not seem to be defined in any OMA approved document.

3 Detailed Proposal

3.1 Observations

In order to better understand the issues around SIP and SIP / IP core, we reviewed OMA material on the subject.

The AD and enabler ERELD associated o the OMA enabler described in OMA-ARC-2006-0115R02-Preserve-SIP-IP-Core do not define the notion of SIP core or SIP / IP core. 

The Dictionary does not define that notion either. It only mentions the notiosn of Core network. We do not believe that these notions directly apply here.
The OSE has no notion of SIP/ IP Core.

IMSinOMA solely identifies IMS Core per the 3GPP/2 specifications. Per the OMA principles, we would also assume that IMS Core is not the same as SIP / IP core, otherwise all these afore mentioned enabler violate OMA principle as they would not allow for bearer neutrality.

3.2 Analysis

At the minimum, it does not seem that the notion of SIP / IP Core is well defined at least within OMA. This at the minimum requires additional work, a clear definition of the concept, if such a concept exists, and modelling within the OSE.
It seems also legitimate to raise issue against its use in Ads until the notion is defined and its role modelled in the OSE. This again can only happen if SIP itself is appropriately modelled in the OSE.

4 Intellectual Property Rights

5 Recommendations
We recommend that ARC does not agree with the recommendations of 0115R02. Indeed, it proposes to maintain an undefined concept and rejects any further issues raised around it despite its lack of definition and modelling within OMA…  
Again as in previous contributions (0107 and 0123), we recommend that ARC initiates an activity to model SIP in the OSE and expect that this would clarify these concepts and help resolve the discussions by at least providing a common modelling framework.
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
