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1 Reason for Contribution

Document 147R01 was uploaded to the portal.
2 Summary of Contribution

We have reviewed the document and included some questions for clarification and comments.  We thank the authors for providing this document and allowing us the opportunity to consider it.
3 Detailed Proposal

The document with embedded suggestions, questions and comments is attached.
A major question appears to be the following: if additional Standardized Templates or template parameters are defined in OMA in order to satisfy requirements from enablers such as GPM or CBCS, where do they go:

1. specifying additional templates (to be used ‘over’ the callable interface) will happen somewhere else than PEEM or
2. they will constitute a CR to PEEM TS or maybe a new release of PEEM PEM-1 TS).
Initial suggestions are that this really depends on the nature of the template or parameter.  Templates or parameters with a general purpose (i.e. re-usable by other templates defined by other enablers) can go into some base enabler such as PEEM, while less generic templates or parameters can go into an enabler specific TS.  
If this is an agreeable view, then the callable interface (a.k.a. PEM-1) needs to be a framework that can supports ‘use case’ specific policies or combinations thereof.  Terminology and definitions in support of the PEEM framework view is missing.
4 Intellectual Property Rights
