1 Reason for Contribution

The net result of the GSSM RD section 6.1.1.2 is that the GSSM enabler will evaluate whether a requestor is subscribed to the destination enabler/service and respond with an answer such as “granted” or “failed” (these words are taken from the use cases).  Our conclusion is that GSSM is not just retrieving information (perhaps from OSS/BSS system) but further evaluating rules/policies to make a decision, sometimes possibly even executing actions like charging.  Though the RD used the word “validation”, we don’t think that its definition was mutually understood within OMA.  The definition of “validation” that the GSSM AHG has derived matches the “authorization” concept used in the OSE document.  Per the OSE, the PE component is responsible for this sort of analysis.
2 Summary of Contribution

The GSSM RD includes requirements that are not appropriate for this enabler.  The word “validation” was used in the WID, but was required to be defined during the RD phase since many people misunderstood its intent.  As defined by the GSSM AHG, validation is a synonym for authorization as used elsewhere in OMA and many other organizations.
3 Detailed Proposal

Section 6.1.1.2 provides requirements for the GSSM enabler to perform the authorization (aka validation) evaluation process.  This process is already done by the PE of OMA’s OSE.  Section 6.1.1.2 should be completely removed, or the requirements should be reworded to state that GSSM provides the information that could be used to authorize (i.e., grant or reject) a request (i.e. subscription status and associated meta data (like subscription terms or constraints).
The validation operation is a fundamental part of the OSE.  We believe that GSSM should expose an interface to retrieve information about subscriptions, but not to perform the validation/authorization process.  If it is not well understood how the PE component handles validation in conjunction with this notion of GSSM, then ARC should be requested to produce a white paper to explain how it should work in the OSE.
4 Intellectual Property Rights

5 Recommendation

ARC should agree that section 6.1.1.2 of the GSSM RD should be deleted completely or rewritten to state that GSSM provides the information, i.e. subscription status and meta data, that could be used to authorize (i.e., grant or reject) a request.
If the GSSM AHG requests, ARC should develop a white paper describing how PE can be used to perform the “validation” operation that the GSSM RD describes.
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
