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1 Reason for Contribution

The following actions are requested of OMA-ARCH:

Comments may be made to the R&A in the portal or to the OMA-ARCH-REVIEW reflector (the subject line for review comments should be prefixed with [Formal-RME]), and at any time until close of the review. Please make every effort to avoid late comments (i.e. comments arriving after the review closing date/time are "Late").  It would be helpful to submit comments using the Review Template [4] to assist the ADRR Editor.  
All comments entered via the portal (as part of R&A or as Input Contributions) or sent via email will be documented in the AD Review Report for subsequent review by ARC. The objective of the review period is to raise issues with the AD and NOT to discuss resolution of those issues. Resolution of issues raised will be discussed and agreed in subsequent MAE meetings, however please make every effort to propose a resolution when you propose a comment to assist with the review process.

Review of the updated AD and ADRR following closure of all issues (i.e. all rows in the ADRR marked "CLOSED" in the status column) will take place at a subsequent ARC meeting to be announced.
