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1. Overall Description:

3GPP TSG CT thanks WiMAX Forum for their liaison statement on Application Service Provider Interfaces. We wish to inform WiMAX Forum that 3GPP and OMA have agreed in April 2008 to transfer the work on the OSA/Parlay APIs and Parlay X Web Services to OMA and that 3GPP will no longer work on this subject. As a consequence of this OMA is solely responsible for all technical activities related to OSA/Parlay APIs and Parlay X Web Services, and the 3GPP CT5 working group (to which the liaison was originally addressed) has been closed.

3GPP TSG CT recommends that WiMAX Forum redirects future questions in this area to OMA and wish a fruitful collaboration
3GPP TSG CT welcomes further cooperation with WiMAX Forum on other topics of mutual interest.
