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1 Overview

OMA ARC thanks IEEE Next Generation Service Overlay Network (NGSON) for their liaison statement introducing the NGSON activities, providing a status update of Project Authorization Request P1903, as well as requesting  assessment and, if appropriate, establishment of a Liaison Relationship between our two organizations.
The Next Generation Service Overlay Network (NGSON) goals and value are expressed in the Scope, Purpose, and Need from the PAR. OMA ARC aligns very much with the Purpose, as stated for P1903. When reviewing the Scope, OMA ARC did have some questions.

The activities of OMA ARC are situated at the application layer. Our OSE (OMA Service Environment) is a logical architectural model for that layer, in which the various OMA Enablers are developed and deployed. The OSE provides an abstraction towards resources in the lower tiers of the layered architecture. OMA ARC’s understanding of NGSON activities, based on the Scope, is that these are more relevant in the layers below the applications tier. E.g. considerations like “I-frame vs. B-frame”, “traffic flows”, and “advanced routing and forwarding schemes” are situated lower in the stack compared to OMA ARC focus area.
Based on this observation, OMA ARC would like to ask IEEE NGSON if they share this view. In addition, OMA ARC would like to ask for the scope for the proposed collaboration. Does IEEE NGSON anticipate collaborating on the development of detailed specifications?

IEEE Next Generation Service Overlay Network (NGSON) is kindly requested to

a) Assert whether the NGSON focus areas are at the same or at a lower layer in the tiered model, when compared with the OMA ARC focus areas

b) Further elaborate on the scope for the proposed collaboration, also based on the response provided for a)
