This CR proposes the baseline requirements for CAB APIs RD, which is based on the approved CAB-APIs WID#215 content.
2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

Baseline requirements in this CR align the WID#215 (http://member.openmobilealliance.org/ftp/Public_documents/TP/Permanent_documents/OMA-WID_0215-CAB_APIs-V1_0-20101221-A.zip), by specifying the scope for network side RESTful APIs and the CAB 1.0 features to be exposed through CAB APIs:
“The objective of the CAB APIs work is to specify the CAB programmatic interfaces as a reference release, with first deliverable targeting CAB 1.0 network APIs and a REST binding. 
The justification for starting with a RESTful binding for OMA Converged Address Book comes from today’s market reality where a continuous innovative offering stimulates the service consumption, while facilitating the industry adoption of the OMA CAB enabler through application development and integration that a RESTful binding offers, and thus to and attract more and different software developer communities.

Work Areas:

Definition of service APIs focussed on exposing CAB feature services, with an initial REST binding for network side services. The following CAB functionality will be exposed in these service APIs and will be entirely based on the data model defined by CAB 1.0:

1) management operations on Address Book (one or more contacts)
2) notification of AB changes
3) search on Address Book 

4) management operations on Personal Contact Card (PCC) and Contact Views
5)  search on PCCs, external directories 

6)  management operations on AB Access permissions

7)  management operations on PCC Access permissions 

8)  Subscriptions/notifs to PCC updates

9)  format adaptation requests (vcard to CAB Format, viceversa) 

10)  Import requests to CAB (towards non-CAB systems) 

11)  Contact Share requests (e.g. in CAB Format or vcard, AB and/or PCC)

12)  Contact Status – management 
13) Trigger an address book synchronization 
14) Support for synchronization requests of address book with external app “
