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1 Reason for Contribution

Proposal for dealing with text in AD section 6.3 covered by an editor’s note.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes deleting the last paragraph of text in section 6.3 for the reasons listed in the detailed proposal section.
3 Detailed Proposal

The fourth paragraph and editor’s note in section 6.3 appears in OMA-AD_Charging-V1_0-20050404 as follows:
This mapping is particularly appropriate when an enabler or service wishes to utilize charging capabilities of an underlying mobile network in order add the charges to a subscriber’s phone bill or prepaid account. A very similar configuration has already been proposed by 3GPP to charge for using the PoC and MMS enablers and therefore is likely to be equally applicable for upcoming new enablers.

Editor’s note: Lucent has concerns about referring to the PoC and MMS examples. A rephrasing of the last sentence of previous paragraph is still pending and to be negotiated between Lucent and Siemens.

The contributors propose deleting both the paragraph and the editor’s note for the following reasons:

1. There is no discussion for any of the other scenarios regarding when it is appropriate to use them.  This kind of recommendation should be present for all of the scenarios or none of them.

2. Since the scenarios are still being settled, it is somewhat preliminary to identify when to use one over another.  This should be left to a later time when the scenarios have been stabilized.  If there is concern that we want to discuss when to use each scenario, then an editors note to this effect should be placed at the beginning of the scenario section.

3. It is not appropriate to discuss aspects that are proposed (by 3GPP) and not agreed.

4. The decision of which interfaces to support (A or B) by each enabler should not be in the AD as it will have to be modified each time a new enabler publishes its approach.

5. We are assuming this decision will be part of the document produced (specifics to be determined in another AP that has been assigned) by each enabler describing the charging specifics for the enabler.
