The current section 5.2 states that this section will include the Standard PEM-1 Templates. However, the current document has new sections at the same level of the document, describing such templates, and so Section 5.2 will never have any content. Furthermore, comments were made that the way the document is currently organized makes it difficult to understand which part of the template is consumed by the policy, versus parts of the templates that may be consumed by the process that parses the input request to determine the policy parameters (e.g. when passing a reference to a policy, that reference needs to be identified BEFORE the policy can be invoked). In order to address these concerns before we continue to make additional changes, some changes are proposed in the detailed proposal.

Change 2:
5.2.1  PEM-1 Template structure
Each PEM-1 Template (Standard or Custom) is composed of one or more PEM-1 parameters.
Template names SHALL be unique strings. In the case of Standard PEM-1 Templates, template names are defined and administered in OMA. In the case of Custom PEM-1 Templates, template names are defined and administered by the Service Provider.

The parameter names in a Standard PEM-1 Template SHALL be unique strings specified in OMA. The parameter names in a Custom PEM-1 Template SHALL be unique strings in each Service Provider domain, and SHALL not conflict with the parameter names defined in OMA. The parameter names are associated with a value of pre-determined data type. 
The PEM-1 Template SHALL have the following structure:

Where:

· templateID is the name of a PEM-1 parameter, representing a unique identifier of the template. It is mandatory for any PEM-1 template to include a templateID parameter.
· For Standard PEM-1 Templates:

· templateID values will be assigned by OMA using the process described in Appendix G.
· templateID values will be in the range: 0x0000-0x7fff

· For Custom PEM-1 Templates:

· templateID values will be assigned by the Service Provider using their own process.

· templateID will be in the range: 0x8000-0x7fff

· templateVersion is the name of a PEM-1 parameter, representing  the version of the template, and used to distinguish between multiple versions of the same template. It is mandatory for any PEM-1 template to include a templateVersion parameter.
· For Standard PEM-1 Templates:

· templateVersion values will be assigned by OMA using the process described in Appendix G
· For Custom PEM-1 Templates:

· templateVersion values will be assigned by the Service Provider using their own process.
A PEM-1 Template (Standard or Custom) can have any number of additional I/O parameters.  The mandatory parameters described in Table 5.2.1.1 are used to uniquely identify the remainder of the structure of a PEM-1 Template (i.e. identify the additional parameters). Identification of the PEM-1 Template is performed by PEEM, and/or any resource that needs to interact with PEEM by exchanging PEM-1 Templates, during the process of parsing a PEM-1 Template carried by an input or output message.
Note: The ASN.1 Abstract syntax and the ASN.1 Transfer syntax of Standard PEM-1 templates are documented in Appendix F.
Editor’s note: FFS. As we understand better how identification & versioning of templates can be expressed in ASN.1, changes to templateID & templateVersion may be necessary (it may even result in removing those parameters if this conflicts with id/versioning mechanisms provided by ASN.1). Future Appendix F will address ASN.1 syntax.
Editor’s note: FFS Appendix G:… do we ask OMNA to administer Standard PEM-1 Template names, parameter names, etc … or do we have a different solution ? I would prefer to allow WGs to self-manage as much as possible, but we need to think how to avoid duplication. An alternative would be for ARC to provide some administration. It’s probably not terrible complex – it depends on how popular defining new templates becomes. In case of Custom PEM-1 Templates, this is SP’s responsibility.
For templateVersion – should we for example specify that the Version is a string that represents the version of the enabler where the Standard PEM-1 Template was specified (possibly including the WI #, to ensure that no 2 enablers that may work on the same template may collide in versions ?)

5.6.1 Template-Identification

This section specifies how to define and identify the data structure of a template (for requests to PEEM, as well as responses from PEEM). The following parameters are used in the templates when conveying this type of information:

· TemplateID – a parameter that uniquely identifies the use of a specific template

· TemplateVersion – a parameter that identifies the version of the template used

Editor’s note: Parameters details may be put in appendices - TBD. Another parameter in this set could be VendorID (or Namespace) – to be considered via a separate contribution.  We need to discuss whether we will ask OMNA to administer a potential VendorID or Namespace parameter.
