Policies using PEL options SHALL conform to the respective policy schemas supported by the PEEM implementation. Extensions to PEL options MAY come from work in OMA or outside OMA. For example, in this version of PEM-2 TS, the policies using PEL option for ruleset framework  (based on RFC 4745) SHALL conform to the XML schema described in [RFC 4745], and the extensions added in OMA described in [XSD_commPol] and [XSD_ext].
For example, the policies using PEL option for business process (based on BPEL) SHALL conform to the XML schema described in [XSD_BPEL].
