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1 Reason for Contribution

OMA LOC has agreed to present the draft TS PCP specification to SEC and ask for comments on security related aspect of the specification.

2 Summary of Contribution

SEC is asked to study and give comments to TS PCP specification.

3 Detailed Proposal

Dear SEC WG, Location WG is currently drafting the PCP protocol specification that is intended to be included in MLS V 1.1 enabler release.   As the PCP protocol will carry data about user’s location and privacy preferences it was seen beneficial to make an early assessment of the security aspects of the PCP protocol. The SEC WG is thus kindly asked to study the attached draft TS PCP and inform LOC on any security related issues found.
