3 Detailed Proposal

ADRR remarks and other discussion raised concern that aggregation is not a well defined concept. This contributions intends to show the meaning in the SUPM contect.

2) Aggregation is also used in XDM (XDM 2.1 AD)
7.1.1.1 Aggregation Proxy

The Aggregation Proxy is the single contact point for XDMCs to access XDM Resources stored in any XDMS. The Aggregation Proxy performs the following functions:

· Performs authentication of the XDMC. Alternatively, authentication can be enforced by other entities (e.g. according to [SEC_CF-V1_0]);
· Receives and routes individual XCAP requests to the correct XDMS or to the Cross-Network Proxy;
· Receives and routes individual search requests to the Search Proxy;
· Receives and routes individual XDCP requests to appropriate XDM entity;

3) Aggregation concept of SUPM is somewhat different and somewhat the same

Same:  SUPM component receives , analysis, requests, and sends requests to the correct data source.
Different:: SUPM generates several requests for each requests, and generates a consolidate result (requested service user profile which is an aggregation of individual requests data elements from data sources).
