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1 Reason for Contribution

This proposal results from discussions with other SUPM members, and tries to document the key points for the TS.
2 Summary of Contribution

This proposal explains data elements and views, and how they interact.  This text may (with some modification) be the basis for some TS text if SUPM folks agree.  There are some questions at the end too.
3 Detailed Proposal

Each individual, elemental piece of information (i.e., “data element”)  that is accessible through the SUPM-1 interface has a (literal) string name, e.g. “lname” or “street address” or “sex” or “CAB notification timeout value” (referred to as “data element names”).

OMA defines a standardized set of such data element names.

A SUPM implementation must permit the deployment owner to define additional data element names.

The SUPM-1 interface also allows the use of “view” names instead of or in addition to data element names.  A view name is shorthand for a sequence of data element names or view names.  As with data element names, OMA defines a standardized set of view names and the corresponding data element names or view names.   A SUPM implementation must permit the deployment owner to define additional view names, and their mappings to data element and view names.

Each SUPM implementation has a (non-standard) mechanism to configure the mapping from a data element name to where that data element is stored, how it is accessed, and its data type/format (e.g., string(10) or fixed(3) or real(8)).

Q: The SUPM-1 interface allows the requestor to (optionally) specify the data type/format for each data element specified in the interface.  Or is the data type dictated by the type of the variable in the interface.

Q: We need to specify which data elements are mandatory, meaning that the SUPM implementation must recognize the data element name, and be able to map it to its physical storage.
