Resources provide capabilities and exposes functionality provided by service providers, operators’ networks, terminals, etc that may be used by Enablers developed in OMA.  See also [Fehler! Verweisquelle konnte nicht gefunden werden.]. 

Management includes various business support functions for services like subscriber management, software life cycle management and/or contains backend resources (e.g. BSS or OSS).

5.3.3 Service access

The Service access OGSA Suite includes Enablers that facilitate exposing of OMA Enablers functionality in a secure and controlled way. The Enablers in the Service access OGSA Suite are (but not limited to):

· Parlay in OSE 
· Parlay Service Access
· OMA Web Services

· OWSER Network Identity

· Identity Management Framework

· Policy Evaluation, Enforcement & Management.

Such exposure may occur towards other OMA Enablers and applications (third party or otherwise). In addition, it has to be noted that every OMA Enabler with an I0 interface may expose its own capabilities the same way.
