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1 Overview

This liaison statement is the OMA Architecture Working Group response to the letter received from the Alliance for Telecommunications Industry Solutions (ATIS) Service Oriented Networks (SON) Forum “SON-2010-053”, dated 15/7/2010.
2 Proposal

Within the Open Mobile Alliance (OMA), the Architecture Working Group is responsible for the development and publication of Network Application Programming Interfaces, for use by 3rd Party Application Developers, and exposed by network operators and service providers. The list includes the following enablers:
· Parlay Service Access (PSA), which completes the Parlay X specifications for 3GPP Release 8

· RESTful bindings for Parlay X Web Services version 1 (ParlayREST v1), which provides HTTP protocol bindings according to the REST architectural style for four Parlay X APIs
· RESTful bindings for Parlay X Web Services version 2 (ParlayREST v2), which provides HTTP protocol bindings according to the REST architectural style for a further 7 Parlay X APIs
· OneAPI Profile of the Parlay X SOAP Web Services (PXPROF), which provides a profile of Parlay X and ParlayREST for GSMA OneAPI

· Next Generation Service Interfaces (NGSI), which provides extensions to a subset of the Parlay X abstract interface definitions

· Next Generation Service Interfaces – SOAP Bindings (NGSI-S), which provides SOAP bindings to the abstract interfaces of NGSI

The OMA Architecture Working Group is very pleased to see interest from our industry partners in the work that we have done in the area of APIs, and very much support the referencing of our specification documents.
In order to facilitate access to OMA documents by the general public and by OMA's liaison partners, all Draft, Candidate, and Approved specifications are publically available, both for access as well as for referencing. OMA does not require specific contextual information to be included regarding the draft nature of the OMA references. It is however important to understand the various stages of approval of OMA specifications:

A Candidate Enabler (identified by the suffix -C) is a version of the enabler intended for validation and/or public review.  Candidate versions may be revised without changing the version number. In particular for ParlayREST V1_0, a new Candidate version incorporating some error corrections is expected to become available on September 21st.

A Draft Enabler (identified by the suffix -D) is an intermediate version of the enabler during the development process. Drafts can be revised by the WG as frequently as needed. In particular for ParlayREST V2_0, the draft technical specifications are currently being updated in preparation for Consistency Review.
3 Requested Action(s)

The OMA Architecture Working Group would like to kindly request the ATIS SON Forum to share a pointer to the Technical Report on 3rd Party interfaces, once it has been completed.
4 Conclusion

OMA would like to express their thanks to the ATIS SON Forum for their interest in our work in the area of Application Programming Interfaces, specifically Parlay X and ParlayREST. OMA confirms that it is acceptable to point to and reference all public OMA documents (including drafts), and confirm that no specific contextual information needs to be included on the nature of the OMA references we are citing. OMA is looking forward to continued fruitful cooperation.
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
