A. GSMA is kindly requested to note that OMA Architecture Group has completed the work on RCS Profile of RESTful Network APIs V1.0 (REST_NetAPI_RCSProfile-V1_0).

Version 1.0 of the RCS Profile of RESTful Network APIs defines subsets of the following APIs:

C. RCS-e Profile of RESTful Network API V1.0 is currently work in progress in OMA ARC and the specifications are available at the below URL:

· 6. File Transfer API requirements

· 7. Call API requirements

· 8. Video Share and Image Share API requirements

· The requirements from RCS not applicable to RCS-e are the ones referring to the Network

Address Book, Presence and Messaging APIs.

· The new API requirements introduced by RCS-e are the following:

· 1. Chat API requirements extension to cover message notifications and new session model.

· 2. Capability Discovery API requirements

· 3. Anonymized Customer Reference (ACR) API requirements

· The main difference between RCS and RCS-e profile regarding the Chat API is that the RCS profile requires a “confirmed” mode of one-to-one chats, whereas the RCS-e profile requires an “ad-hoc” mode of one-to-one chats. GSMA is kindly advised that both modes are supported by OMA REST_NetAPI_Chat V1_0.
OMA has noticed that GSMA has updated their public website and that in the process the links to the RCS API requirements documents have been changed. We have discovered the documents at the following new locations:
