In the current version of Messaging API, date and Time are represented by using xsd:dateTime structure which includes optional Time Zone. As there are more and more implementations where the time zone information is mandatory, OMA ARC has agreed to use xsd:dateTimeStamp structure where time zone information is mandatory. 
Note to the RCS Profile V3.0 Issue List editor to close this issue after this CR and companion CR for XSD have been agreed.
