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1 Overview

2 Proposal

· For the information received in the liaison letter 0-008 and the associated documents O-007and D-002, 

· for appointing a contact person for OMA and 
· for providing insight in the role of JCA-NID.
In O-008 the following actions from OMA have been requested:

1. To appoint on OMA contact to liaise with JCA-NID: the contact details of the OMA contact are provided in the “Contact(s)” header of this document.
2. To Review the NID Standards Roadmap Document D-002 and provide feedback to the JCA-NID secretariat (TSBjcanid@itu.int):
We have reviewed the NID Standards Roadmap from various angles:

· we looked at how the OMA related Network Identity work was represented in the table and regarding the column ‘Deliverables under development/expected date of approval’ we wish to provide additional information: 
· OMA Identity Management Framework (IMF) Requirements V1.0 – an expected date of approval has not been planned as the IMF Work Item is in maintenance; meaning that OMA is at present not actively working on IMF. When new contributions are submitted to progress IMF the work item status can be changed to reflect such activity.
· For PEEM the planned expected date for Consistency Review Start is 15 November 2007 (and this date indicates that within months after this date the enabler is expected to reach Candidate status)  and for GPM the planned expected date for Consistency Review Start is 30 September 2007.

· we looked at how the OMA related Network Identity work was represented in the table and regarding the column ‘Scope of the deliverable’ we wish to provide additional information:
· For Global Permission Management (GPM) a Requirements Document has been created and an Architecture Document is being reviewed.

· For Policy Evaluation, Enforcement and Management (PEEM) a Requirements Document and an Architecture Document have been created. Technical Specifications are being drafted.
· We looked at the other entities and the scope of their deliverables as represented in the table and have identified (based on the information in the table) the following list that may have potential overlap regarding Network Identities and the management of these with OWSER NI V1.0:
· ITU-T FG IdM

· SG17 Q6

· SG13 Q15

OMA kindly requests to take into account the feedback to the NID Standards Roadmap as presented in section 2 (Proposal) of this document. In addition we would kindly request for JCA-NID to consider assessing whether OSWER NI V1.0 overlaps/partially overlaps with ITU-T FG IdM, SG17 Q6 and/or SG13 Q5.
