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1 Overview

OMA ARC thanks TISPAN Prevention of Unsolicited Communication (PUC) for their liaison statement with a status update of the work dealing with the prevention of unsolicited communication in the NGN. In this LS, TISPAN WG7 inform OMA that a new work item on Prevention of Unsolicited Communication (PUC) has started, and have identified a potential relationship with the OMA Categorization Based Content Screening (CBCS) enabler. Proposal

The incoming liaison statement from GSMA – MAACSA has two proposals to OMA ARC:
1. TISPAN WG7 invites OMA to investigate for a cooperation regarding OMA’s CBCS solution and TISPAN’s PUC. 

2. TISPAN WG7 propose to initiate some first exchange of referencing documents.

Regarding point 1: OMA ARC agrees there is a relationship between Prevention of Unsolicited Communication (PUC) and Categorization Based Content Screening (CBCS), and hence agree it is useful to cooperate on technical activities in this area.
OMA ARC recommends that TISPAN WG7 take into account the work now completed on the CBCS Enabler Release Package, when defining the specific requirements and architectural enhancements for the TISPAN Rel.3 work on the prevention of unsolicited communication.
Regarding point 2: Over the past few months, the OMA Architecture working group has been working hard to complete the work on the CBCS Enabler (including performing the Consistency Review). The CBCS Enabler Release Package (CBCS ERP) has been approved by the OMA Technical Plenary as a Candidate Release (and this has been subsequently aratified by the OMA Board of Directors). The CBCS ERP contains all CBCS deliverables, including the Requirements Document (RD), Architecture Document (AD), the Technical Specification (TS), and all supporting collateral (e.g. XSD schema definitions and Enabler Test Requirements).

To avoid duplication of work and/or overlap of technical solutions, OMA ARC strongly recommends to re-use CBCS wherever it CBCS addresses the PUC requirements and use cases.

a) TISPAN WG7 is kindly invited to provide feedback on the CBCS Enabler Release Package
b) TISPAN WG7 is kindly invited to investigate the suitability of CBCS as a technical solution for their scenarios for the prevention of unsolicited communication in NGN, in order to avoid duplication and overlap.
