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1 Overview

The OMA Architecture group is finalizing its work on the OSPE (OMA Service Provider Environment) Technical Specification according to the work register established on OSPE between OMA ARC and TMF SDF.
During the Osaka meeting that took place October 20-24, 2008, additional topics were discussed about which the OMA Architecture group would like to inform and / or seek feedback from the TeleManagement Forum Service Delivery Framework (TMF SDF) in accordance with the work register.
Notably:

· A proposal to change the architecture diagram to make the usage of the agents on the managed resources optional was presented and agreed. This proposal extends how OSPE can be used so that it can manage any resource, which OMA ARC interpreted as a requirement from TMF SDF in order to use OSPE as a TMF SDF ISS in the spirit of TMF TR 139. 
· As consequences, the SMAC (Service Model & Catalogue) model of resource meta-data information will reflect the model that the managed resource is aware of.

· Based on the belief that the model is compatible and can be mapped by the requester to a SID data model, it was agreed that the SMAC may not use the TMF SID to represent such a model. 
Other subjects discussed that OMA ARC which may be of interest to the TMF SDF included:

1. Life Cycle Management states and processes are being defined for OSPE.  Is there something already defined in TMF that TMF SDF would like to recommend OSPE to consider?
2. Some participants could not resolve the relationship that may exist between NGOSS contract and the interfaces specified in OSPE. We would appreciate if TMF SDF could provide its view and how for example the notion of NGOSS pre and post conditions are to be understood as compared to the notion of pre and post conditions mentioned in the OSPE requirements (e.g. LCM-HL-5, LCM-HL-6, LCM-HL-7 and LCM-HL-8 that can be found in OSPE Requirement Document).
Information on related similar work in TMF SDF and input could be beneficial to prevent any inconsistencies. 
OMA ARC has also identified a number of additional aspects where there may be a value to collaborate between TMF (SDF and beyond SDF) and OMA (for OSPE and other work). However the main challenges is that OMA ARC lacks guidance and understanding on how to follow a specific TMF recommendation on such aspects and related them to broader industry practices (e.g. SOA). Some of the items to be considered:

· How should the dependencies be described in the SMAC? Is the current approach satisfactory?
· Which life cycle model to follow? What LCM operations should be considered?
· What to explore  reusing from MTOSI, OSS-J, NGOSS etc, if anything,  considering that OSE is essentially SOA based 
· Should the SID be reused for OSPE and if yes, how can SID be reused for OSPE, specifically for defining the OSPE service specification? What else that the SID can be used in the OSPE? How can the SID service specification for example be extended? Should such extension be brought to TMF?
· Should any of the work done in eTOM and SID (or other TMF work) on the management operations be extended to support OSPE work on the Service Level Tracing?
· Conversely, can OMA OSPE contribute anything to TMF on Service Level Tracing?

OMA ARC would like to update the TMF SDF with the OSPE specification new dates that were agreed in the last F2F OMA meeting in Osaka and they are as follows:

· The original Consistency Review date of 2008-12-15 was changed to 2009-02-25

· Consistency Review Completion changed to 2009-04-24
· Release Approved as Candidate changed to: 2009-05-24
