Reply to OMA-ARC-2009-0029-Reply_LS_from_ETSI_TISPAN_on_CBCS from ETSI TISPAN WG7
2 Proposal

OMA ARC thanks ETSI TISPAN WG7 for their liaison reply on the topic of the relationship between Categorization Based Content Screening (CBCS) from OMA, and Prevention of Unsolicited Communication (PUC) from ETSI TISPAN. OMA ARC is pleased to learn that ETSI TISPAN agreed a) to investigate the CBCS Enabler Release package and provide feedback to OMA ARC and b) to investigate the suitability of CBCS as a technical solution to provide the envisioned functionality of PUC.

Regarding the questions asked of OMA ARC:

1) OMA ARC is kindly asked to provide further information about current and future work regarding the topic of protection of unsolicited communication in communication networks.

Response: The specification work on the CBCS Enabler Release Package (ERP) has been completed and no further release is planned at this stage. The CBCS ERP can be found at the following public URL:

2) Especially TISPAN WG7 kindly asks OMA ARC about the latest activities regarding the “SPAM flagging” work which has started in OMA and we kindly asks if OMA ARC can provide TISPAN WG7 with related documents

Response: OMA is developing an enabler (SPAM Reporting – SpamRep) that will allow a user to designate a received message as SPAM, and subsequently send a report to a network entity. The scope of this work item includes:


Define the candidate SpamRep use cases and the requirements to realize them


Define the message types to be considered (e.g., MMS, SMS, etc.)


Define the new necessary functionalities to meet the requirements of SpamRep


Define the architecture, the components and the entities of SpamRep


Define the roles and functionalities of each entity/component of SpamRep


Define the interface at the service level among entities/components of SpamRep


Define the protocol which may include:


Authentication between client and server


Definition of minimum data content and format for the spam reports


Provisioning for the device

The scope of the SPAM Rep work item will not include reporting voice calls as spam because it is believed that this may overlap work being carried out in other fora. The work commenced in December 2008. OMA is currently drafting the Requirements Document. Enabler completion (as Candidate) is currently scheduled for the second quarter of 2010. OMA will keep ETSI TISPAN WG7 apprised of ongoing developments for the Spam Rep enabler.
